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Introduction to Our School

The School of Foreign Languages at Shanghai University, whose mission is to
disseminate Chinese and Western humanistic values and whose core pursuits are
disciplinary construction and talent cultivation, is dedicated to training high-caliber
foreign language professionals with interdisciplinary knowledge and practical skills.
Composed of the Department of English, the Department of Japanese and the
Division of Adult Education and Training, it has now been accredited with a first-tier
discipline for master’s degree programs in Foreign Languages & Literatures (under
which are three second-tier disciplines for master’s degree programs in Foreign
Linguistics & Applied Linguistics, English Language & Literature, Japanese
Language & Literature), a degree program for Master of Translation & Interpreting
(MTI) as well as undergraduate programs for English and Japanese majors. Besides
teaching its own 500+ undergraduate and 200+ graduate students, it also offers
university-wide language courses in English, Japanese, German, French, Korean and
Russian for approximately 30,000 non-foreign language majors at the undergraduate
or graduate level.

The School now boasts 163 full-time faculty members, including 16 professors,
41 associate professors, 40 PhD holders, 3 PhD supervisors and 45 MA or MTI
supervisors. More than 95% of its faculty have gained an overseas study or exchange
experience. Over the past five years, it has witnessed remarkable achievements in its



disciplinary construction due to its 10 state-level and 9 provincial- or ministerial-level
research projects conducted so far, 2 municipal-level awards for excellent
achievements in philosophy and social sciences in Shanghai, and over 100 research
articles published in such core journals as Foreign Language Teaching and Research,
Foreign Literature Review, Journal of Foreign Languages, Foreign Literature and
Shanghai Journal of Translators.

The School also boasts bright undergraduates who far outperform their peers
across China in nationwide foreign language proficiency tests like TEM-4 and TEM-8
for English majors or NSS-4 and NSS-8 for Japanese majors. Over the years, these
students have won numerous coveted awards in nationwide English or Japanese
speaking, debating, writing or interpreting contests, and approximately 30% of them
have gained an overseas exchange experience during their four-year study in Shanghai
University. Their outstanding comprehensive abilities have won for themselves
admirable recognition among their employers.

All the faculty and students of our School are now making a concerted effort to
forge a new cosmopolitan culture characterized by Openness, Tolerance and
Enterprise.
